In this service, we are honored to have Doug & Kerry Marsh, missionaries to men & boys around the world.  “We know that today’s boy will be tomorrow’s man,” Doug explains.  “For that reason I minister around the world equipping men to reach and disciple boys.”  

The Marshes have been missionaries since 1993, based in Costa Rica, Central America until 2002.  They have trained Royal Rangers leaders throughout Latin America to reach boys for Christ. Today, over five thousand trained men are ministering to 45,000 boys each week in 19 countries. In 1997, the Marshes secured an 80-acre training and discipleship center in the tropics of Costa Rica. “It is called Camp Summit,” says Doug, “because we believe that God has called Christian men to live their lives from victory to victory, summit to summit. But far too many have been in the valleys and shadows of mediocrity so long they think that this is as high a level as they were created to live on.  This center is where thousands of men and boys learn the discipline and exhilaration of reaching spiritual summits.”  In 2000, the Marshes launched Hombres de Honor (Men of Honor) in Costa Rica.  It has since been adopted in thirteen other countries.  In 2002, Assemblies of God World Missions asked the Marshes to create and direct Royal Rangers International.

The Marshes are proud parents of a son, Jonathan, and a daughter, Katelyn.  They are visiting our church to share their heart for reaching and discipling men and boys all around the world.  "We want to firm up our support base and get back to work," they explain, "because we know that the best time to train a man is while he is still a boy."
